Thanks to the efforts of a numher of very dedicated cricket
historians, it is relatively easy to find out what happened on the
cricket fields of mineteenth New Zealand. The greater challenge
is to understand the "'meaning’ of these games within a
developing society that was simultaneously trying to reproduce
elements of English culture and tradition while shaping its own
distinet identity. As the title of Greg Ryan's book suggests,
cricket was very deliberately “made’ (o serve 4 number of
important cultural, political and social purposes. These, and
the process of teasing them out of newspaper and other archive
sources, form the basis of this reflection on more than a decade
spent writing a social and sporting history.

New Zealand Cricket — 1950's & 1960's Chronology

Commenced 28 August 2004

This showcase display is the [irst in a serics of New Zealand ericket chronologices
which features the highlights and lowlights of New Zealand ericket history and its
development since the carly 1840°s until recent times.

The display includes an accompanying text pancl with bullet points of the highlights
and lowlights of New Zealand test and first-class ericket throughout the 1950's and
1960°s. The showease displays collection objects which largely complement this text
panel. These include. amongst others, a blazer and tie wornhy J. R Reid on the 1958
tour afl the UK., two wickels and a ericket ball [rom our win aver the West Indies in
1956, and the ball used by Dick Motz to elaim his 1008 1est wicket in 1969 (the [irs|
New Zealander to achieve the feat), Also, Harry Cave's ericket boots, a pair of Bert
Sutcliffe’s batting gloves, photographs of the first Central and Northern Districts
teams to win the Plunket Shield, plus the first New Zealand Women's team to tour
England in 1954.

Additionally, an LCD screen features two programmes from ‘Mantis and the Cricket ',
namely the famous test match when New Zealand was dismiszed for 26 in the second
innings against England at Eden Park in 1955, and our first test win against the West
Indies at Eden Park in 1956. This DVD programme is completed with a 10-minute
historical chronology of New Zealand test match highlights and lowlights through the
1950’s and 1960°s,
